Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
[bookmark: _GoBack]Held on 15th October 2020
Present: Cllrs Peter Morgan (Chair), Liz Burns, Elwyn Morse, Barbara Priest, Kathrin Williams, Mark Simpkins, Jason Jennings, Charles Hughes.
Cllr Morgan welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
1) To accept apologies for absence.  No apologies were received.

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  Cllr Morse declared an interest in one planning item.

3) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 17th September had been previously circulated. These were agreed as correct and would be duly signed by the Chairman.

4) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Weekly Hall check rota. All Cllrs stated whether they had the relevant keys, and arrangements were made for those still needing them to pick them up. The rota would periodically be re-circulated, and confirmation of what checks required provided in detail in the next couple of days.

There had been a number of requests to hire the Hall since the last meeting, and the risk assessments provided had been previously circulated to all. After a lengthy discussion it was agreed which classes could re-commence, and the additional cleaning arrangements to make to ensure all reasonable measures were being taken by the Council. The Clerk would inform the prospective hirers. 

Cllr Burns lost connectivity at this point so was not present for the next item.
SEG for the Hall update. The Clerk stated that the SEG process had been completed and the first payment would be on the anniversary of completion in September 2021.

Cllr Burns re-established connectivity and re-joined the meeting.
Play Park. Only one quote had been received to install the replacement poles, despite best efforts to obtain further quotes. It was agreed that the quote provided very good value considering the work involved, and so was accepted. Repairs to the equipment that had been raised by the inspector recently had all been completed – thanks were expressed to the Cllrs who had helped. It was agreed that the Clerk should order more caps at some point to ensure they were available. 

Tanners Lane - resident-raised issue. The Council noted that this was a private matter, and had been passed to PCC’s Public Rights of Way Officer. The Officer had provided advice that had been passed on to the resident.
Remembrance Sunday. The wreaths had been ordered. It was agreed to abide by any guidance that was issued, likely to be nearer the actual events. 

Knights Court proposed turning head. The contractor who had requested this had received the Council’s proposal and were looking to complete their work on site soon, so would come back to the Council about it as soon as they could. It was noted that residents were now using their allocated parking places, not the Council owned land and car parking facilities.

5) New items of business:

Hall loss of income for April-June 2020. The Clerk stated that the Council should be receiving their claim in the next few weeks.

Community street furniture. It was formally agreed that the Council should take on responsibility for the 3 village public seats in Templeton, the 8 flower containers and the grill and seat at the Cold Blow triangle. The Clerk would ensure this was reflected in the asset register and insurance policy.

Templetots – possible use of Hall. The background to this had been provided in the previous meeting. This was discussed in some detail, and it was agreed that potentially they could be offered use of the Hall on a very short-term basis if required. Issues raised included the management and storage of the equipment they would need – potentially they could hire a container for that. The Council were pleased that discussions with the School were being productive and would hope to positively support any suitable plans to retain Templetots within the community.

Hall footpath. Detailed drawings had been circulated from the PCC Officer concerned and analysed. It was confirmed that dropped kerbs were within the plans provided. There was a preference for a mix of trees in the hedge-line to add interest, and it was agreed that the Council would want to ensure there levels and drainage removed the possibility of mud accumulating at the Hall access to the road. The Clerk would pass the comments back to the Officer concerned.

One Voice Wales online training information. This was noted. Information would continue to be sent to Cllrs on what was available.

Cllr Morgan lost connectivity at this point. Cllr Burns as Vice-Chairman took on the Chair.
Independent Remuneration Panel for Wales draft report. This was noted.

6) Items of correspondence
· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This was noted.
· MoD annual access and recreation meeting. This was noted.
· Welsh Govt consultation on Corporate Joint Committees – linked to the Local Government and Elections (Wales) Bill. This was noted.
· Welsh Govt consultation on Strategic Development Plans – linked to the Local Government and Elections (Wales) Bill. This was noted.

7) County Councillor’s report. Cllr Morse reported he had that day received a complaint about the mess in West Lane from maize silage collection. He would follow this up.
Cllr Morse also raised with Cllr Hughes as to whether there had been any feedback from PCC on the flooding survey. This would be followed up by him. 

Cllr Morgan returned to the meeting and resumed the role of Chair.
8) Financial statement and bank reconciliation – Council main and reserve accounts.

Reserves account £2,681.00 as at 8th October 2020. 
Income banked, payments made and income received as per the provided bank reconciliation.

The expenditure, reconciliation and payment of the invoices were all agreed by those present. It was agreed that the extra hours incurred by the Clerk for recent work related to SEG, the Enhancing Pembrokeshire application and Hall re-opening should be paid.

9) Planning
20/0004/PA. Proposed stable block and tack room together with access track. Land adjacent Ogmore House, Templeton. This application had been withdrawn.

20/0312/PA. Erection of calf accommodation building and associated yard area. Great Chapel Hill, Chapel Hill Lane, Templeton. This had been conditionally approved.

10) Community Hall financial statement and bank reconciliation.

11) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 
Cllr Priest reported that she had received complaints that the new seating was only on the top Green, and appeared to be provided for the Knights Court residents only. It was stated that the seating was there to provide a feature around the pump, was for the whole community, and if required it could be moved to the main Village Green for events.

Cllr Jennings stated the speed warning sign by the School was still not working – the Clerk would chase this up with PCC.

Cllr Burns enquired about the Speedwatch plan – the Clerk stated that there would be a meeting with the PCSO soon to verify ID, which was the first step, so there was progress.

Cllr Morgan then thanked everyone for attending the meeting, and there being no further business, the meeting closed at 9.45pm.
