Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council

Held on 20th October 2022

Cllr Williams welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were apologies received from Mark Simpkins,  Peter Morgan and Elwyn Morse which were accepted. 
2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  There were no interests declared.

3) Questions from members of the public regarding items on the agenda. There were no questions received. 
4) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 22nd September had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and were duly signed by the Chairman.
5) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:
CCTV for Hall. Invoice will be approved subject to sight

Boar’s Head Junction. There were no updates since the previous meeting

Knights Court issues.  No issues had been reported in the last couple of months. 
Council provided community social events. A provisional date of 20th May was proposed and an 80’s band booked by Cllr Simpkins. 

Winter Warmth project It was agreed to go ahead with the winter warmth project, working with other local community groups, if the funding is confirmed.  It was proposed that commencing 18th November,  the hall be opened on Fridays once a month, 12.0-2.0 and 5.0-7.0 with soup and rolls available.  TCA to assist.  It was also suggested that funding could be made available to subsidise the Ladies’ night and Men’s night to them to offer free entry under this scheme.  (It was subsequently realised that the hall is already booked until 3.0, so only the evening opening would be possible.)

Fireworks and bonfire. A BBQ, burgers, sausages. rolls and canned soft drinks are being ordered.  A loaned freezer will enable stock to be kept frozen.  TCA to assist and provide teas and coffees.  Bucket collection to the school if they provide collectors.
Storage on the Green. Some initial prices had been obtained. Still awaiting clarification on the hedge removal in the corner.

Solar Panel income. It was agreed that the income is to be passed to TCHT.  Advice has been received that an 8KW battery would enable surplus daytime power to be stored for evening use.  Councillors present agreed and will ask the Clerk to enquire about a  possible grant to purchase this.

6) New items of business:
Speedwatch We have been asked to reconsider setting up a speedwatch group.  It was suggested that an email request be sent out asking anyone interested in joining to reply to the Clerk by 15th November.  A decision will be made at the November meeting

Christmas tree. A member of the public has offered a tree from their garden and this was accepted subject to inspection

Councillor Training.  The expenditure for three online courses was approved.

7) Items of correspondence

· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This was noted.
· One Voice Wales free training. This was noted.
County Councillor’s report. 

Cllr Morse advised that the 30 speed sign has been moved and can now be seen clearly.  He has also been advised by PCC that Bluestone has no legal requirement to open Blue Lagoon  to the public.  PCC is currently reviewing provision in Tenby.
