Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 16th September 2021
Present: Cllrs Liz Burns (Chair), Kathrin Williams, Barbara Priest, Peter Morgan, Charles Hughes, Mark Simpkins, Elwyn Morse. 
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were apologies received and accepted from Cllr Jason Jennings.

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  No declarations of interested were made. 

3) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 15th July 2021 and the site meeting of 28th July 2021 had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and duly signed by the Chairman.

4) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Enhancing Pembrokeshire Grant.  It was agreed that with no immediate demand for broadband it would be better value long term for the Council to install it when there was a clear expressed need. The end date for the grant was early 2023 – although the agreement was signed in November 2020 receipt by this Council had been delayed so the project had not started until March 2021. 

Play Park. The noticeboards had been repaired, the invoice would be submitted shortly. The Play Park wood treatment would be done when user numbers and weather permitted. Various repairs had been carried out to the equipment, and replacement caps bought to ensure a supply was maintained. This purchase was agreed as part of essential maintenance. 

Car parking on Council owned land. Parking by non-Hall users had considerably reduced, which was pleasing. This would continue to be monitored and raised again if an issue.

Grant funding. The Council had received grant funding to provide a manager-caretaker for the Hall for a period. The Council thanked the Clerk for making the successful application. Draft job description, contract and advert had been previously circulated, and were discussed. It was agreed to start to advertise the role immediately. 

Hall lease. The current situation was noted, and the Council was in favour of approaching a solicitor to complete the process. 

5) New items of business:

Templeton book. It was agreed to provide 20 more copies for local sale for tourism and community benefit purposes. Hosting a talk was also considered, and it was agreed to consider doing this when the covid-19 situation was a little more certain. The Council agreed to providing excerpts from the book on the Council’s website.

Various repairs and improvements had been carried out since the last meeting: The disabled toilet flush was repaired; the guttering repaired; a key cabinet installed and the dishwasher plumbed in. Invoices were noted below. It was agreed to source the dishwasher supplies locally for efficiency reasons. It was also noted that evidence of bats had been reported by one hirer. Costs for a fob system upgrade had been received – it was agreed to keep these on file should the number of different users require the upgrade. The Council had been offered a large pull up projector screen – it was agreed to donate £50.00 for it.

CCTV. An offer had been received to provide external CCTV to the Hall. The Clerk was asked to arrange a site meeting to discuss this further. 

Bonfire and firework display. This was discussed, and with regret the Council decided to not provide either bonfire or firework display this year. This was because of the ongoing uncertainty over covid-19, the rising infection rates, and after considering the potential health and safety aspects of encouraging a large gathering within the community. 

Remembrance event. This was being planned for Thursday November 11th. It was agreed to decide in October regarding whether to provide refreshments within the Hall. The Council agreed to order the same wreaths as last year. 

Planning query. A number of residents had raised queries with Councillors over a development just to the south of the village. The Council had had no recent planning applications relating to this site. It was agreed that the Clerk should contact PCC planning to enquire about this. 

	
6) Items of correspondence
· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This had been received and published online and on the noticeboards.
· One Voice Wales free training. This was noted.
· Welsh Government 20mph speed limit consultation. This was noted.
· Welsh Government changes to elections procedures consultation. This was noted.

7) County Councillor’s report. Cllr Morse stated that the summer period had been relatively free of significant items to report, although a case of flytipping had required resolution. 

8) Financial statement and bank reconciliation – Council main and reserve accounts. 

Bank statement for main account £42,515.13 as at 13th September 2021
Reserves account £2,917.07 as at 13th September 2021. 

Income banked, payments made and income received were noted as per provided bank reconciliation. The extra hours worked between May and August inclusive by the Clerk to cover various actions and requirements such as Hall bookings work, grant application, audit work and broadband investigations was discussed and it was agreed that it should be paid.

The expenditure, reconciliation and payment of the invoices were all agreed by those present.
 
9) Planning
21/0397/PA. Proposed housing development – 5 detached units. Land adjacent Barn Court, Templeton. SA67  8SL. Recd 1-9-21. There were no objections to provide.

20/0701/PA. Change of use from existing stone barn used for storage to two one bedroom holiday lets. Barn Court, Templeton. SA67 8SL. Conditionally approved 6-8-21

21/0388/PA. Erection of a 3 bedroomed bungalow to replace an existing lawful caravan. Molleston Stables, Molleston. Recd 5-8-21. Conditionally approved 9-9-21

It was also raised under this item that the Boar’s Head junction continued to be a concern and that the new development just to the south of it would only add to the traffic and resulting issues. The Clerk was asked to request PCC review the situation once more and provide a fuller survey and safety assessment. 

10) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 

Cllr Priest asked whether the Templetots planning application (which had been mentioned in the May 2021 meeting) had been registered by PCC. This appeared not to be the case. Cllr Morse would investigate this further and report back to the Council. 

Cllr Morgan raised concerns again about the speed limit sign near the Council yard that was obscured by a telegraph pole. This would be raised again with PCC.

Concerns were raised about the extensive weed growth on the footpaths in the village. This would be raised with PCC by the Clerk. The need for the bus shelter to also be cleaned was raised – YFC wold be approached to see if they would be interested in carrying out the work as part of their community work. 

Cllr Burns stated that a new window cleaner would be required – the old one had stopped working. Cllrs would consider in the next meeting whether to obtain quotes for this as a separate role or combine with the new caretaker role. 

Cllr Burns also stated that there needed to be a fire extinguisher maintenance programme. The Clerk would initially obtain a quote for this work from the existing equipment contractor, and look to get others as well, for future consideration.

Concern was also raised about the safety of children waiting in Cold Blow for their school bus, when the verges were uncut and thus a safety and visibility hazard. The Clerk would report this to PCC and request work be done.

11) Next meeting. 
The next meeting was agreed to take place on Thursday 21st October 2021.  

Cllr Burns then thanked everyone for attending the meeting. There being no further business, the meeting closed at 10.10pm.
