Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 18th June 2020
Present: Cllrs Peter Morgan (Chair), Liz Burns, Elwyn Morse, Barbara Priest, Kathrin Williams, Mark Simpkins.
Cllr Morgan welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
1) To accept apologies for absence. Apologies were received from Cllrs Jason Jennings, Charles Hughes and the reasons for their absences accepted.

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below. No interests were declared.

3) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 20th February had been previously circulated. These were agreed as correct and duly signed by the Chairman.

4) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Hall: building inspector sign off; electricity issues; Hall health and safety policy and fire risk assessment; rota for weekly safety checks.  Cllr Morgan had previously circulated a draft health and safety policy and a draft fire risk assessment. He thanks Councillors for their comments, and would revise them and re-circulate. Cllr Burns stated that the Hall had had full sign off from the Buildings Inspector in the last month.  The rota would be discussed at a later meeting.

New website.  The Clerk had compiled a new website for the Council, including the Hall. This was officially agreed for adoption, and the Clerk thanked for her work.

Play Park replacement timbers. Cllr Burns had been in contact with the original timber supplier regarding the rot and the timber warranty. The Clerk was asked to contact the original contractor to seek a solution with him for the ongoing issues. Cllr Morgan and those who had helped him were thanked for carrying out the timber treatment in recent weeks.

5) New items of business - postponed.
IRPW report – decide upon discretionary payments for Councillors. This was postponed to a later meeting.

Cleaner contract. This was postponed to a later meeting.

Clerk contract. This was postponed to a later meeting.

Post Office van – any feedback or issues. This was postponed to a later meeting.

Enhancing Pembrokeshire grant. This was postponed to a later meeting.


6) New items of business considered.
Keep Wales Tidy community fruit garden. Those present reviewed and decided upon the preferred location for the various elements of this.

Wild flower seeds on upper Green – resident offer. The grass around the trees was currently being treated to inhibit grass/weed growth around them whilst they were getting established. Any wildflower seeds on the bank where the community fruit garden would go would be very welcome.

7) Items of correspondence
Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield.

8) County Councillor’s report. No report was provided in this meeting.

9) Financial statement and bank reconciliation – Council main and reserve accounts. This had been previously circulated. A summary report is attached to these minutes. The expenditure as listed was all agreed by all present.

10) Planning

19/1054/PA. Variation of condition 1 of planning application 14/0904/PA to allow more time to commence works on site, Mountain View, Cold Blow.  Conditionally approved on 1-4-2020

20/0004/PA. Proposed stable block and tack room together with access track. Land adjacent to Ogmore House, Templeton. Responded according to views – no objection.

20/0013/PA. Variation/removal of condition 22 of planning permission 98/998/PA – extension of time. Holly Blue Cottage, Cold Blow. Application cancelled.

20/0081/PA. Erection of a dwelling – amended design. Land adjacent to Holly Blue House, Cold Blow. Responded that design, materials and appearance not in keeping with surrounding properties.

20/0094/PA Change of use from double garages to offices. Llys Daniel, Cold Blow. Not seen prior to reported cancellation date 20-5-2020. Not reported on because nothing to consider.

11) Hall financial statement and bank reconciliation. This had been previously circulated. A summary report is attached to these minutes. The expenditure as listed was all agreed by all present.

12) [bookmark: _GoBack]Annual accounts 2019-20. The Clerk had previously circulated a copy of the summary accounts, annual return and internal auditor report to everyone. Cllr Simpkins proposed and Cllr Priest seconded a motion to agree that the accounts be accepted, and all present agreed. The Statement of Accounts and Governance Statements for audit purposes was duly signed. 


13) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 

Cllr Priest stated that she was in discussions with the Army regarding replacement of the damaged noticeboards at the airfield.  It was also stated that the wooden noticeboard adjacent to the Play Park was to be repaired at some point when that was possible.

Concern was expressed about the ongoing issues on the corner of Hillside Terrace with plaster actually coming off the wall. The clerk and Cllr Morse would liaise regarding reporting this to PCC with evidence.

The Clerk gave a progress report on the request for the covid-19 grant and Hall registration for a rateable value.

Cllr Morse raised a request from the Church to hold meetings in the Hall initially for safety reasons post-covid to enable social distancing. This would be considered at the next meeting.

Cllr Burns stated that she was in discussions with a potential supplier for a moveable stage for the Hall.

14) Next meeting.  The next meeting was provisionally agreed to take place on Thursday 16th July 2020, subject to legislative restrictions and the covid-19 situation.
