Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 16th June  2022
Present: Cllrs Kathrin Williams (Chair), Barbara Priest, Mark Simpkins, Liz Burns, Peter Morgan, Elwyn Morse, Jason Jennings. 
Cllr Williams welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were no apologies received. 

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  There were no interests declared.

3) Questions from members of the public regarding items on the agenda. There were no questions received. 

4) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 19th May and 31st May had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and were duly signed by the Chairman.

5) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Play Park. Information had been received from the PCC play inspection team on two more repairs that were needed – these would be undertaken as soon as possible. One item of equipment had been taped off to prevent it being used. The Clerk had approached the local contractor mentioned in last month’s meeting, but had had no response. It was agreed to approach another two contractors directly both to get the Play Park repairs done and to put in place the Chat Bench and various other items, and provide maintenance to the seat at the bus shelter at the top of the village. The Clerk was given delegated power to agree to the necessary expenditure and actions.

External CCTV. No update had been provided from the contractor - the Clerk would chase up for information.

Boar’s Head Junction. There were no updates since the previous meeting – Cllr Morse would chase up on this.

Knights Court issues.  PCC had stated that the car parking bay surface was not their responsibility, however the diesel spillage and damage had been caused after the area was adopted by them. The Clerk would contact them accordingly. It was clarified that the adoption applied to the surface, but that TCC retained ownership of the substrate and area. It was agreed to price drop down bollards for the North Green. 

Hall lease. The solicitors had stated that the Land Registry had received the application. It was agreed to remove this from the list of ongoing matters and await the outcome.

Queen’s Platinum Jubilee. A verbal update was provided on the various activities that took place. Both the parade from the School and presentation of the coins, and the Saturday event on the Green had been popular and had gone very well and attracted young people and families. It was agreed future events should aim to be appealing also to older and single people. The Clerk was asked to send some thank you letters on behalf of the community. It was agreed that the school mosaic should go on the chimney breast in the Old Hall. Attention had been drawn to the state of the bus shelter roof – this would be discussed in the next meeting.


6) New items of business:

Council provided community social event. This was discussed, and it was agreed to start planning a social event with a local band if possible. This would be ticketed, include a bar and food. 

Fireworks. The Clerk had provided some legal background to what was required for firework displays. It was agreed to approach several providers to seek quotes initially. More detailed arrangements would be made in September.

Storage on the Green.  Various potential providers would be approached to get prices for a potential storage container for the use of TCC.

TCC premises licence request. TCA had requested use of the licence. This was discussed and granted. The Clerk would inform them accordingly.

Vacant Council seats. This was discussed at it was agreed to sound out potential individuals, and to reconsider this matter in future meetings. 

Council training policy. A draft version had been circulated by the Clerk. This was duly adopted.

Council annual report for 2021-22. A draft copy had been circulated by the Clerk. With two minor amendments this was duly adopted by the Council and would be published on the website.
	
7) Items of correspondence
· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This was noted.
· One Voice Wales free training. This was noted.
· PLANED – notification of CWBR meeting. This was noted.
· Long Course Wales 1st to 3rd July. The event and associated road closures were noted. It was stated that the Boar’s Head junction was classified as a designated crossing point, so would not be permanently closed during the event. Bus companies had been informed.
· South Pembrokeshire Rail Action Group letter. This had been circulated, and it was agreed the Council should write in support of this campaign.

8) County Councillor’s report. Cllr Morse reported that Pembrokeshire County Council was now back meeting in person for the first time in two years, and that the cabinet and committee structures were all in place after the elections. 

9) Financial statement and bank reconciliation – Council main and reserve accounts.

It was noted that the insurance premium increased from £1177.38 to £1177.75 to specifically include the Green goalposts within the policy as requested in the April 2022 meeting.

The expenditure, reconciliation and payment of the invoices were all agreed by those present.

10) Planning
21/1239/PA. Extension and alterations. 25 Picton Close, Templeton SA67 8SZ. Conditionally approved 24-5-2022. 

11) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 

Cllr Simpkins brought up some requests from residents. A request for a bin in the north Green had been made – it was agreed that this request was more suitably directed to PCC to ensure that the bin was managed regularly by them in the long-term – they would not empty bins they did not provide. The suggestion of a noticeboard in Cold Blow should also be directed to them because TCC owned no land in Cold Blow on which they could place one. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was mentioned that the CCTV internal cameras were being rotated inwards by hirers. The Council was concerned about damage to the units that might be caused. The Clerk would write to all hirers asking that the cameras not be touched.

Cllr Jennings raised a couple of queries on the solar panel contract. This would be put on the agenda of the next meeting for discussion.

Cllr Williams raised the issue of dogs going on to the Green because the ‘no dogs’ signage had been removed. This would be replaced as soon as possible.


12) Next meeting. 
The next meeting was agreed to take place on Thursday 21st July 2022.  After discussion it was agreed to trial an earlier start for the meetings of 7.30pm. 

Cllr Williams then thanked everyone for attending the meeting. 

There being no further business, the meeting closed at 10.10pm.
